Senator Stabenow’s “Green Jobs & Infrastructure Act of 2008” 
invests in the clean energy economy and creates quality green-collar jobs.
Components of the Green Jobs & Infrastructure Act:
1.  Clean Tech Manufacturing Incentives ($50 b in loans but not at full cost to the government)

The Green Jobs & Infrastructure Act calls for federal loan guarantees to create a $50 B loan program for manufacturing plants in order to help them retool or retrain workers to produce clean energy and energy efficiency components or end products.  This would create 250,000 direct manufacturing jobs in the U.S., and support an additional 725,000 indirect jobs.  With an economic multiplier of 2.43 for investment in manufacturing, the loan program would generate as much as $120 billion in revenue due to increased demand for products and services.
2.  Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grants for large scale public-private partnerships ($6 b)

The Green Jobs & Infrastructure Act builds upon the Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant program to provide for cities, municipalities and states to conduct energy efficiency and renewable energy projects.  The Act specifically encourages these entities to implement public-private large-scale, multi-building retrofit projects for residential homes and businesses.  These grants could generate up to $2.3 billion in energy savings each year.  They could also save approximately 43 million tons of carbon dioxide, the equivalent of removing 8.6 million cars from the road for a year. The Block Grant Programs also has the potential to create 60,000 jobs in construction and installation over the next year, 24,000 jobs in materials manufacturing, as well as an additional 183,600 indirect jobs in other sectors.
3.  Expanded Green Jobs Act ($250m)
The Green Jobs & Infrastructure Act provides an infusion of $250 million for the Green Jobs Act, a program authorized in the 2007 EISA for job training and workforce investment in energy efficiency and renewable energy occupations. This allocation is in addition to the $125 million annual appropriation authorized under the bill.  The funds would support on-the-ground apprenticeship and job training programs to meet growing demand for green construction professionals.  Green Jobs Act programs would train 70,000 workers, and invest in their skills for participating in rapidly changing and increasingly green economy.      
4.  Clean Energy Service Corps ($300m)
The Green Jobs & Infrastructure Act provides an initial investment of $300 million to fund a Clean Energy Service Corps, located in the Corporation for National and Community Service.  The Clean Energy Service Corps will support the participation of 25,000 young adult Corpsmembers in its first year.  An additional 200,000 seniors will mobilize as full- and part-time Corpsmembers and volunteers during the first year of the program.  Finally, over 600,000 students will engage in community-based service-learning and volunteer projects coordinated by the CEC.  
Estimated Total Impact for One Year:

· $56.55 billion in federal investments in energy efficiency and green-collar jobs

· $2.3 billion in residential and commercial energy savings 

· $120 billion in industry revenue

· 334,000 direct and 908,600 indirect jobs, including 60,000 construction jobs and 274,000 manufacturing jobs

· Training and paid volunteer service opportunities for 295,000 young adults and seniors
The above numbers are based on a recovery package developed by Senator Debbie Stabenow’s office in consultation with the Apollo Alliance, along with Green For All, the Corps Network, and the Center for American Progress Action Fund.
